Freedom in Christ 
 

   As natural born citizens of the United States we enjoy 
freedoms we did nothing to earn or deserve. Just as we en-
joy the freedoms our nation affords us, we Christians enjoy 
a different freedom we too did not earn or deserve - Free-
dom in Christ. But what exactly does this freedom in Christ 
mean?       
   Freedom in Christ is the only true form of freedom, as 
it provides lasting freedom beyond this life. In John chapter 
8 Jesus tells us knowing the truth will set us free. He goes 
on to define the truth that sets us believers free in verse 36, 
"If the Son sets you free, you will be free indeed."  
   Freedom in Christ is a call to live as His servant. Many 
of the Apostle Paul’s letters begin with the introduction of 
himself as a "servant of Christ Jesus". We are set free to 
serve Christ. This freedom found in Christ gives the be-
liever a desire to live for Christ as a servant, because living 
as Jesus’ servant mirrors His time on earth. 
   Freedom in Christ makes you His child. In John 
1:12 we’re told, "But to all who did receive him, who be-
lieved in his name, he gave the right to become children of 
God." Galatians 4 tells us we’re not only His children but 
also heirs of the inheritance of eternal life with Christ.  
  Freedom in Christ is in contrast to the bondage of sin. 
Paul tells us in Romans 6 we were slaves to sins that 
brought nothing but shame and death. "But now that you 
have been set free from sin and have become slaves of God, 
the fruit you get leads to sanctification and its end, eternal 
life. For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is 
eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord."  This freedom does 
not mean sin is completely removed, we will struggle with 
sin, but it can no longer control us. Because of our new life 
in Christ we are to seek to live a transformed life, putting 
off old habits and developing new patterns that honor God.  
   In short, we experience true Freedom in Christ by know-
ing Him, walking in His ways, and engaging with the 
changes He makes in and through our lives as we focus on 
service to Him and others. This freedom transcends the 
human freedoms desired in this world, providing peace in 
this life and freedom with Christ forevermore.
